AWARD

A prize of $1,000 will be and a commemorative plaque awarded. The award will be presented at the AADE Annual Meeting & Exhibition.  This award is generously sponsored by Novo Nordisk Pharmaceuticals, Inc.

ELIGIBILITY
The candidate must have participated in advocacy for diabetes education at the local, state, or national level.  Candidate does not need to be an AADE member, although preference will be given to applicants 
that are active AADE members.
The following will be considered in selecting a candidate or recipient and will be addressed in the nomination summary as applicable:

1. Positions held in professional and/or community organizations that have played a significant role 
in legislative action.

2. Involvement in planning for furthering AADE’s strategic goal of Advocacy for diabetes educators.

3. Community activities which play a significant role in diabetes advocacy.

4. Legislative activities not previously addressed that have advocated diabetes education.

APPLICATION PROCESS

Application will consist of a one page form for contact information, description of applicant qualifications 
or summary of advocacy activities (letters, testimony, and lobbying activities) and at least one letter of support.  
· Candidates may be from any discipline but must have demonstrated leadership through participation in legislative action, advocacy or public affairs or be interested in diabetes legislation on a local, state or national level.

· Award Candidate may be nominated by a peer or colleague, or may choose to complete the application on their own (self-nominate)

· The nominator/applicant must address in writing how the nominee meets the criteria stated above in 1,000 words or less (Essay)
· The nominator/applicant must submit one letter of support, of not more than 500 words, from a professional colleague other than the nominator.

· Include nominee’s CV or Resume
· Applications must be submitted in 12pt font and as an email attachment by 5:00pm, March 1, 2012, to awards@aadenet.org.
