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2013 Diabetes Educator of the Year Award Application

PURPOSE

To recognize a diabetes educator who has made a special contribution to diabetes education through dedication and innovation in the daily practice of patient care.  The Diabetes Educator of the Year will act as an “Ambassador” for AADE and should be someone who is considered a role model by their peers and colleagues.  In the their role as AADE Diabetes Educator of the Year, the winner will travel to pre-determined AADE Regional Programs, the AADE Annual Meeting and limited number of AADE Affiliate (CB/LNG) functions to give a presentation on a topic related to Diabetes Education, which they are passionate about.
AWARD

· The first and second runners up will each receive a $1,500 travel grant to attend the AADE Annual Meeting and a commemorative plaque. The award will be presented at the AADE Annual Meeting & Exhibition.
· The DEOTY will receive:
· $5,000 cash award

· $10,000 travel grant administered by AADE
· The winner will be expected to travel and present a program regarding their expertise or special interest, to 6-10 AADE Regional Programs (including AADE Annual Meeting) and other meetings throughout the U.S., during their term as Diabetes Educator of the Year. Applicant must be willing and able to participate in the travel aspect of this award.  Additionally, winner will develop a program that will be presented for CE credit, at the programs.  The winner will work with AADE Accreditation Department to design a program that meets accreditation standards.   
· If this application is being submitted by a peer or colleague, the nominator must be reasonably certain that the nominee will be willing and able to fulfill these requirements.  We recommend that you inform the person you are nominating, before you submit an application on their behalf. 
ELIGIBILITY

· Applicant must be, for at least five years, an active member of AADE, as defined by the AADE Bylaws, including at the time of submission and at the time of receipt of the award, but not a member of the Awards Review Group or a past recipient of this award.

· At the time of the application submission, the candidate must be a Certified Diabetes Educator (CDE) for at least three (3) years.

· Candidate must be available for a phone interview with members of the Awards Review Group in the late afternoon/evening of Wednesday, March 21, 2012.
· Applications must be submitted as an MS Word document, 12pt. font; as an email attachment by March 1, 2012.  
· Please include a curriculum vitae/resume with your application. 
ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

· Any member of AADE may nominate her/himself   
· A brief description of candidate’s performance must be given as it relates to the qualities/attributes of a diabetes educator. Each candidate must:

· Contribute to diabetes education through patient care in an outstanding, unique fashion

· Perform in a committed and dedicated manner

· Consistently meet the physical, psychological, social, and educational needs of patients and families
· Use innovative methods and ideas in her/his approach to planning the care of patients

· Effectively communicate with patients and families

· Serve as a role model to the diabetes education community

· Create an atmosphere of mutual respect and trust with patients, families and fellow professionals

· Establish an environment where learning has proven effective

· Letters of support showing evidence of the candidate’s effectiveness should include concrete examples of the candidate’s qualities/attributes as listed above and on the accompanying entry form. It is unlikely that any single candidate would possess all qualities/attributes listed. This requirement can be met with two letters written by an employer and/or peers or written recommendations from patients under the candidate’s care.
