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Advanced Practice Research opportunity
$3,500
The AADE Advanced Practice Community of Interest in collaboration with the AADE Education and Research Foundation is offering a grant of $3,500 for scholarship/graduate/doctoral work in the field of diabetes.  With the dramatic increase of the number of people with diabetes, research and use of data is critical to help the Advanced diabetes practitioner achieve improved healthcare and better diabetes education program outcomes. 
Evaluation, analysis, and adjustment on a constant basis in a consistent framework leads to continual improvement. This is true for any healthcare program. Within the context of this diabetes project, information gathered for Continuous Quality Improvement (CQI) should be used to further improve behavioral and clinical outcomes. The CQI effort is essential for optimal program performance and identifies areas for future program development and study.

General Requirements 
A project/study of clinical or behavioral outcomes and/or current CQI initiatives within a DSME/T program.
· The study/project should differentiate between patient outcomes - which guide interventions and care improvement for individual patients, and 
· population outcomes – which guide clinical, behavioral or programmatic services and CQI for the population served. 
For this grant, applicants are encouraged to:

· Design a plan to measure and evaluate the results of the project based on the parameters of the study they propose.

· Provide a brief needs assessment or literature review. 
· Describe a fully replicable study/project design and state specific goals, objectives, and activities that will be undertaken. Pilot studies are acceptable.
· Demonstrate familiarity with tools that facilitate data collection. AADE currently recommends use of electronic data collection systems (e.g., AADE7 System available at: http://www.diabeteseducator.org/professionalresources/AADE7/A7S.html) and graphical representations such as affinity and fishbone diagrams. 

· Submit a detailed timeline and budget. The proposed project should be one that can be completed in a 12-month time period.  

Application Deadline:  Proposals are due by Monday, October 31, 2011
Applicant Criteria 

The principal investigator must be an Advanced Practice diabetes educator (APRN, PharmD, BC-ADM, MPH, RD with Masters) and demonstrate expertise and productivity in the field of diabetes care and education through publication, previous research funding, training and/or national recognition for completion of research.  Further, the applicant must have access to patient population and programs or sites where diabetes education is delivered.  Preference will be given to applicants that are members of the AADE Advance Practice COI. Applicant must be affiliated with a 501(c)3 non-profit or university, as grant funds will be issued to the partner institution, not the individual applicant.
Specific Application Requirements
Abstract:  An abstract of no more than 150 words should summarize the proposal in language that is understandable by the general readership.
Project Narrative (six-page limit)

The proposal narrative is limited to six pages of text, single-spaced with font size no smaller than 12 point.    The Project Narrative includes the following:
Specific Aims
The proposal must identify a specific “study” question that their research addresses.  The applicant must also list the specific aims of the project, and state the intended objectives of the proposed study.  

Significance
Briefly describe the background information relevant to this proposal, including a brief evaluation of the existing body of knowledge about the problem. Identify the importance of this study to the field of DSME/T. Describe how the research will be used to improve DSME/T program, behavioral and/or clinical outcomes.
Methods and Timetable
Describe the population to be served and the methods for the proposed work. Describe the study design and intervention(s) that will be used to carry out this research project, including a power analysis if applicable. Identify the study sample, site, and the variables you plan to describe or test. Specify the instruments you plan to use and include copies in an appendix attached to your proposal. If appropriate, include information about the validity and reliability of the instruments (include instruments in an appendix). Describe your protocol (how you plan to collect data) and analytic methods. Include a proposed timetable for your study.  State how you plan to analyze the data collected. Discuss how the project will be sustained or disseminated after the grant period.


Budget
Delineate expenses and attach a budget justification. Travel that is unrelated to conducting the study, indirect costs, capital improvements and computer hardware will not be supported.  Funds will be awarded to the institution, not directly to the applicant.
Investigator Qualifications

A biosketch or brief resume is required for the investigator, all team members and key personnel.
Evidence of Institutional Review for Ethical Standards 
Attach evidence that the proposal has been reviewed and approved by an established ethical review board (IRB) at the institution or site where you plan to conduct this study. Approval may be pending at the time of submission of your application, but an approval letter must be received before any funds are allocated to this project.  

Institutional Support
Include appropriate support letters for the conduct of the research in the institution or setting where data will be collected. These are NOT included in the 6 page limit.
